	PROCEDURES

	1. Warm up:
	Ask Ss to read the two dialogues on page 8 in order to check their pronounciation of the sound of the letters ng, n.
	Whole class

	2. Listen and repeat:
	Ask Ss to open their book on page 10.

Tell Ss that they are going to listen to the dialogue between Mr Robot and Tom.

Teach the word bored.
Play the recording through for Ss to listen.

Play the recording again, pausing after each line for Ss to repeat.

Divide the class into two groups. Ask G1 to repeat Mr Robot’s part and G2 Tom’s part. Then change the roles.

Play the recording again for the whole class to repeat the dialogue.

Correct Ss’ pronounciation mistakes when necessary.

Tell Ss that they are going to look at the dialogue, listen to the recording and repeat the dialogue between Linda and Akio.
Play the recording through for Ss to listen to the dialogue.

Play the recording again, pausing after each line for Ss to repeat.

Divide the class into 2 groups. Ask G1 to repeat Linda’s part and G2 the Akio’s part.
