	Aims
	Ss will be able to:

-pronounce correctly the verb-ending with ed as in played, visited, watched.

	Language focus
	Phonics: played, visited, watched
Sentence patterns:  What did you do at the zoo?

	PROCEDURES

	1. Warm up: (5’)
	-Ss display their homelink drawings on the board. Then they play Slap that animal, using the pictures displayed.

	2. Listen and repeat: (5’)
	-Ask Ss to open their book on page 50.

-Stick the large-sized sheet of paper with the text to the board.

-Draw Ss’ attention to the sound of the letters ed as in played, visited, watched.

-Get Ss to repeat these verbs a few times.

	3. Listen and read together:  (10’)
	-Ask Ss to open the book on page 50.

-Write on the board: played (1 clap), visited (2 claps), watched (3 claps).

-Give the meaning of: bent low, goose, moose, stairs, using pictures or gestures. Write the words on the board and get Ss to repeat each of them a few times.

-Read the poem, pausing at times to check Ss’ comprehension. Then get them to repeat each line a few times.

-Model: Read the text again and clap.

-Get Ss to clap as you read the poem again. Then ask Ss to repeat each line of the poem.

-Play the recording twice: once for Ss to listen all the way through and once for them to clap as they hear the focused words.

-Divide the class into groups to take turns to read and clap the poem.

	4. Group and say aloud: (10’)
	-Get Ss to look at the chart and the word box. 

-Recall the familiar verbs and teach the new ones as necessary.

-Say each verb and get Ss to repeat it a few times.

-Do the first example with the class if they seem confused.

-Set time and let Ss do the task independently.

-Ss check their answers in pairs.

-Call on some Ss to report their answers to the class.

-Have the whole class read in chorus all the verbs in each column.

	5. Listen and number.
	-Ask Ss to open their book on page 51.

-Tell Ss the listening purpose: You are going to hear a S talking about his visit to the zoo. You should number the pictures in the order you hear. Point to each picture and elicit Ss’ answer, e.g. What do you see in P.a/b/c/d?

-Recall the familiar words and teach the key ones that are needed to understand the text: walking tour, huge, performance, gorilla, make fun, roar, chase, burning hoop.Write the words on the board for Ss to repeat a few times. Tell Ss not to worry if they do not understand every word. They should focus on the order of the text as they listen and rely on the contextual information to number the pictures. 

-Play the recording twice: once for Ss to listen through and once for Ss to do the task.

-Play the recording again for Ss to check their answers.

-Get Ss to check their answers in pairs.

-Call on a few Ss to report their answers to the class.

	PROCEDURES

	1. Warm up: 
	-Ss play the game Charades.

T writes a list of zoo animal words on the board. One S from two groups will take turns to select and do action or make animal sounds for the opponent group to guess the name of the animals. Every good guess scores 1 point. The group with the most points wins the game.

	2. Look, listen and repeat: 
	-Ask Ss to open their book on page 52.

-Focus Ss’ attention on the pictures and the text. Then elicit their answers to identify the characters in each picture.

-Set the context: Mai’s class had a visit to the zoo in the morning. Now her brother-Phong is asking her about the animal show.

+Point to P.a and read the lines. Elicit Ss’ answers: Who is this? What are they talking about? What did the tigers do?

-Give the meaning of burning hoop and write the phrase on the board. Get Ss to repeat it a few times.

+Repeat the step with P.b
-Play the recording twice: once for Ss to listen through and once for Ss to repeat.

-Divide the class into groups. Tell the groups to take turns to say the lines in each picture.

	3. Point, ask and answer:  
	-Ask Ss to open the book on page 52.

-Set up the context: Imagine you went to animal show yesterday. You saw many animal tricks. 

-Ask Ss to read the example and elicit their prompts to complete the speech bubbles.

-Write the lines on the board. Get Ss to repeat the question and the answer a few times.

-Recall and pre-teac the prompts under each picture. Get Ss to repeat each prompt a few times.

-Model the task with the whole class: Point to picture a and ask: 

T: What did you see at the animal show?

Class: I saw a monkey riding a horse. 

-Repeat the step a few times. Focus on pronunciation and fluency. Then call on a few open pairs to go through the rest of the pictures.

-Pair work: Ss take turns to point to the pictures, ask and answer about what one saw at an animal show, using the pictures in this section. Monitor the activity and offer help when necessary.

-Select a few pairs to perform the task in front of the class.

	4. Read and number the pictures

	-Ask Ss to open their book on page 53.

-Ask them to look at the title and the picture.

-Set the context: You are going to read an animal story. Can you guess what the story is about?

-Read the passage, pausing at times to chech Ss’ comprehension
-Individual work: Ss read and number the pictures independently. For slower Ss, get them to work in pairs.
-Get Ss to check their answers in pairs. Then ask some Ss to report their answers to the class.

	5.Read the passage again. Write in the speech bubbles
	-Tell Ss to look at the pictures and guess what each animal would say. Then Ss should read the story again and underline each saying in the story. After that they relate each saying to the corresponding picture.

-Do the first example with the whole class to give Ss a clear idea of what the task is.

-Individual work: Ss do the task independently. For slower Ss, get them to work in pairs.
-Call on a few Ss to go to the board and complete the speech bubbles on the large-sized sheet of paper. Ask the class to check the lines and get Ss to repeat each line in the speech bubbles.

	6. Fun time

	A guessing game:

-Get Ss to turn to their book on page 54.

-Tell Ss they are going to play a guessing game.

-Get Ss to look at the picture and read the dialogue. Read each line of the dialogue, pausing at times to check Ss’ comprehension.

-Pre-teach the new word: jungle. Get Ss to repeat each line of the dialogue.

-Make sure that Ss understand the language and how to play the game. They should work in pairs and take turns to select the pictures, ask and answer questions to guess the animal as in the model dialogue. They can only use Yes/No questions for their guess.
