	1. Warm up: 
	Pupils display their homelink work and sing and do actions for the song Happy birthday in the unit
	T - WC

	2. Look,listen and repeat: 
	-Ask Ss to open their book on page 24. 
-Set the context: Nam went to Tony’s birthday. Now his sister Hoa is asking him what they did at the party.
-Write the words on the board and get Ss to repeat them a few times.

-Make sure that Ss can understand the situation and language before playing the recording twice: once for Ss to listen all the way through, once for them to repeat. Pause after each line for Ss to repeat a few times.

-Divide the class into groups to take turns to say the lines from Hoa and  Nam.

	-Ask Ss to open their book on page 24

-Get Ss to repeat each name a few times. 
Set the context. Point to the picture and say: Imagine you went to a birthday party with these friends. 
-Ask Ss to read the example and elicit their prompts to cmplete the speech bubbles.

-Write the question and answer on the board and get Ss to repeat them a few times. 
-Model the task with the whole class. Point the Picture a and ask: What did you do at the party? Class: We danced. 
-Call on a few pairs to go through the task with the rest of the characters in the picture. Focus on the pronunciation and fluency.

-Ask Ss in pairs to take turns to point, ask and answer questions about the nationality of the characters in the picture. Monitor the activity and offer help when necessary.

-Select a few pair to perform the task in front of the class, using flashcards or pictures in the book. Praise if the pair has a good performace of pronunciation and of using the new characters.
a.-Ask Ss to open their book on page 25. 
-Set the context: Read the title of the passage. You’ve got two invitation cards; one from Huong and one from Peter Brown. Look at the invitation cards and find the answer to these questions
-Elicite and recall any vocab that Ss will need to understand the text: cordially invited, Lan (point to the questions )celebration, celebrate ( in Vietnamese if necessary) 
-Write the key words on the board and get Ss to repeat them a few times. Use pictures or gestures to teach meaning of new words. 

-Read the passage, pausing at times to check Ss’ comprehension,

-Check if Ss understand the task. 
-Do the first example with them if they are confused. 

-Get Ss to read all the sentences in Task a and tell them to search for the  corresponding information as they read the passage. Give Ss sufficient time to do the task and move around to monitor the activity.

-Have Ss check their answers in pairs before calling some individually ss to say the answers to the class. -Ask Ss to read the passage again if there is any disagreement on the answers.

-Call on a S and model the task with him/ her.

-Set time and get ss to work in pairs. Monitor the activity. 
-Finally, call on some individually Ss to say their answers to the class.
-Get Ss to open their book on page 26. 

-Set the context: You are going to write your birthday invitation card. 

-Read each line and get pupils to repeat a few times.

-Set time and move around the classroom to monitor the activity. For slower pupils, ask them with a partner. Write any words that Ss need on the board. Finally, get a few Ss to read aloud their invitation card to the class. Finally, have a class display of Ss’ work.
-Sing the song and say the name of children in the picture.

-Ask Ss to open their book on page 26. 
-Stick the large- sized sheet of paper with the song Jenny and Harry written on it on the board. Discuss the pictures with Ss. Point to each child and elicit their answers to identify the character. 

-Play the recording twice: once for Ss to listen all the way through and once for them to repeat. 
-Stop after each line for Ss to repeat a few times.

-Play the recording again for you and the whole class to sing along.

-Divide the class into groups. Each group sings a line without music.

-Get Ss to practise singing in groups, doing actions.

-Call on a group to sing the song in front of the class. The rest of the class clap to the beat.

	-Ask Ss to open their book on page 28.

-Tell them the listening purpose: You are going to hear Mary, an Australian girl, talking about her daily activities. You should read each sentence in your book, listen and tick the appropriate picture for what Mary does.

-Get Ss to read each sentence and guess the picture to tick.
