	I. Warm up:        
Ss display their home – link  pictures on the board. Then they ask and answer questions about these pictures. 
II. New lesson.
1. Look, listen and repeat.
· Have Ss to look at the book at page 38. 

· Get Ss to read the context sentence

· Set the context: You are going to listen to Linda and Tony talking about their future jobs.

· Pre-teach: (Write the words on the board  and ask Ss to repeat a few times)

· in the future

· a mechanic  

· Play the recording all the way through for Ss to listen the dialogue.

· Play the recording again for Ss to repeat each line of the dialogue a few times.

· Divide the class into groups to take turns to make the conversation 

· Be sure Ss understand the content of the text by making questions

Does Linda like singing? 

Does she want to be a singer?

Does Tony want to be a mechanic or a singer?

2. Point, ask and answer.
· Set the scene: Imagine you are the character in the pictures.
· Pre-teach: (Write the words on the board  and ask Ss to repeat a few times)
· an astronaut
· a dancer
· an architect
· a business person 
· Ask Ss to read the example and elicit their prompts to complete the speech bubbles (write the question and answer on the board and ask Ss to repeat a few times)

· Model the task with the whole class

· Have Ss to practice in pairs pointing, asking and answering

	-Ss sing the song We will go over the mountain.

	2. Vocabulary and spelling: (15’)
	1. Choose the letters that complete the words. Then read the words aloud.
-Ask Ss to open their book on page 41.

-Draw their attention to the letters in the letter chart in this section and say: You are going to complete each word under the picture, using the letters in this chart.

-Get Ss to look at each picture and predict the letters to complete the word under it.

-Elicit and write the word prompted by Ss on the board.

-Repeat the step with the rest of the pictures.
-Play the recording or read all the words for Ss to listen.

-Play the recording again for Ss to check.

-Play the recording, pausing after each word for Ss to repeat.

-Individual work: Ss do the task.

-Call on a few Ss to read aloud the words to the class. Ask them to spell the words.

-Get Ss to look at the crossword puzzle and the pictures.

-Point to each picture to elicit the guess:

-Write Ss’ prompt on the board and ask Ss to check the spelling to see whether or not it fits the number of boxes in the puzzle. 

-Call on a few Ss to go through the task.

	3. Listening:  (10’)
	1. Listen and tick.
-Ask Ss to open the book on page 44 and tell them the listening purpose: You are going to listen to five dialogues. Listen to each dialogue and tick the appropriate picture.

-Get Ss to look at the pictures.

-Point to each picture and ask Ss to say what each one indicates.

-Tell Ss they should make guesses based on the pictures and the contextual clues as they listen. 

-Do the first example with Ss.

-Play the recording twice: once for Ss to listen, once for them to do the task.

-Replay the recording for Ss to check their answers.

-Get Ss to correct their answers in pairs. Then ask them to report their answers to the class.

-Point to each picture and elicit Ss’ answer: What do you see in p.a/b/c/d?

-Recall the key words to understand the text and write them on the board for Ss to repeat a few times.

-Tell Ss not to worry if they do not understand every word.

-Ss should focus on the order of thetext as they listen and rely on the contextual information to number the pictures.
-Play the recording twice: once for Ss to listen, once for them to do the task.

-Replay the recording for Ss to check their answers.

-Get Ss to correct their answers in pairs. Then ask them to report their answers to the class.

-Get Ss to read the sentences in silence in a few minutes. 

-Do the first example with Ss to make sure they understand the task.

-Individual work: Ss do the task independently.

-Get Ss to check their answers in pairs. Then ask Ss to report their answers to the class.

-Individual work: Ss read and do the task independently.

-Get Ss to check their answers in pairs. Then ask Ss to report their answers to the class. Give an explanation if necessary.

	3. Speaking: (10’)
	1. This is what Minh often does in the morning. With a partner, ask and answer questions about each picture.
-Ask Ss to open the book on page 47.

-Set the context: You’re going to talk about Minh’s daily activities. Look at each picture and say what he often does.
-Get Ss to look at each picture and elicit their answer, using the question under the picture. 

-Pair work: Ss take turn to ask and answer questions about Minh’s daily activities.

-Call on some pairs to demonstrate the task in front of the class.

-Point to the pictures in turn and get Ss to repeat each line: This is Minh. He often gets up at 6:30. He brushes his teeth after getting up.He does morning exercise. And he goes to school. He rides a bike to school.
